TAKE THE ID EDITOR WALKTHROUGH

OpenStreetMap has an editor built right into the browser, known as iD. The iD editor comes with a short, but
comprehensive tutorial for beginners.

1.Log in to your OSM account at openstreetmap.org
2.Center the map somewhere on your neighborhood & zoom in to block-level.
3.Now click ‘Edit’ from the OpenStreetMap page and select, 'Edit with iD’
4.Then click, ‘Start the Walkthrough'.

Note: At any time you can find the Walkthrough from the ‘Help’ tab in the iD editor.
